ABOUT KIM DE RUYSSCHER 

Kim De Ruysscher is born in Belgium (Wilrijk 1973) and is known for his impressive sculptures and 
installations.  

After his graduation from the Sint-Lucas University in Gent (Belgium) with his master diploma in 1996, he 
moved to Carrara (Italy) to specialize sculpting technics with marble in Accademia Di Belle Arte Carrara and 
Scuola del marmo + work experience in various sculpting studios for 10 years. After he moved for some years 
to The Netherlands and went back to Italy (Varese) since 2014 where Kim De Ruysscher still lives and works.  

His oeuvre is divided into several themes on which he worked periodically. Themes concerning time, nature, 
society, family, or friendships are recounted in his sculptures. The sculptures are mostly made of natural 
stone and in several cases the everyday surroundings such as objects are the inspiration for forms in relation 
to the above written themes.  

Beside his own philosophy and own artistic projects Kim De Ruysscher realises plenty of monumental  
commission based sculptures.
